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Audit of Accounts Report

Introduction

1

We summarise the main findings from our audit of your 2022-23 annual report and
accounts in this report.

We have already discussed these issues with the Head of Pensions.

Auditors can never give complete assurance that accounts are correctly stated.
Instead, we work to a level of ‘materiality’. This level of materiality is set to try to
identify and correct misstatements that might otherwise cause a user of the
accounts into being misled.

We set this level at £37.7 million for this year’s audit.

There are some areas of the accounts that may be of more importance to the
reader and we have set a lower materiality level for these, as follows:

° Key management personnel £1,000
o Related party disclosures £5,000 (individuals); £37.7million (other bodies)
o Management expenses (administrative, oversight, governance) £1 million.

At the date of this report, our audit is substantially complete, subject to completion
of the following:

o the IT controls testing;

o checking all audit amendments agreed have been correctly reflected in the
final draft;

o director and manager review of audit files and clearance of any review
points;

o receipt and review of the of the signed Letter of Representation;

o completing final checks on the signed financial statements after the Council
have agreed them; and

o a review of events after the reporting period up to signing date.

In our professional view, we have complied with the ethical standards that apply to
our work; remain independent of yourselves; and our objectivity has not been
compromised in any way. There are no relationships between ourselves and
yourselves that we believe could undermine our objectivity and independence.
